The legislative update programs conducted by the
LAC and my monthly column in- Community Trends® are
infended fo apprise you of what the LAC is working on
each month and to seek the feedback of the CA-NJ mem-
bership on crucial issues. Certainly, the membership of
CAHN] is unable to glean from these isolated programs
and wrifings what goes on af LAC meefings. But if CAHN
needs evidence that there is a committed and experienced
committee behind the advances that have been made on
the legislative front in New Jersey, it needs only to become
fomiliarized with our monthly meetings, and the acfivities
between the meetings.

CAINJ Board liaisons Jean Bestafka and Loren Lightman,
and staff members, Executive Director Larry Thomas and
Laura O'Connor, attend our monthly meetings. | frust they
agree that the LAC has been a source of pride to CAHNJ
and has elevated the Chapter's reputation on both a Stafe
and national level. | am cerfain that, by the end of this
year, the LAC's efforts and energy will again leave a prom-
inent imprint on CAFN|J. Every member of LAC deserves o
be recognized for this result.

At the CAFN]J Retreat held on December 8, 2016, the
LAC decided upon a list of five priorities for the coming
year. We keep this list on the agenda of each monthly
meeting fo keep us on track, to show us how far we've
come...or not.  While our priorities have been similar to
those in previous years, we enfer this year with ample for-
ward movement.

1. Municipal Services Act Reform. 2016 struck us
with the reality that the Municipal Services Act was a
quarter of a century old and in need of serious reform.
A4123/52522 was introduced fo require cerfain local
authorities to inspect, mainfain, and repair fire hydrants
in planned real esfate developments.  The entities sub-
ject to the bill are municipal authorities.
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2. Mortgage Foreclosure Reform. The focus of the
LAC is on S1832/A3823 which introduced an expe-
dited foreclosure procedure for vacant and abandoned
properties in unconfesfed foreclosure actions. In part,
this bill also provides that, when a lender is entitled to
proceed through the foreclosure process in a summary
manner, but has not done so, the board of a planned
real esfafe development may file a motion fo compel
expedited judgment and sale, or in the alternative, pay-
ment of association fees. Alternatively, the court may
approve an application for an order appointing a fiscal
agent to administer the property.

3. Election Reform. Through the past two years, the LAC
